“Book Jacket” Project for Outside Reading Novel
During or after reading the outside novel, students will create a “book jacket” appropriately designed for their chosen book.  The following information details the requirements for the project as well as shows the grading rubric. 

Front Cover Student uses symbols, artwork, colors, etc. to show the main themes, ideas, etc. of the story.  At least two colors must be used on the front cover, unless student uses a famous piece of art which should be credited to the artist on the inside of the front cover (artist, name of piece, year painted, and museum/location of art).  This will be on the outside front of the project (or with Glogster should be clearly labeled as the new front cover)
· Reflect contents of the book well (5 pts.) 
· Attractive and contains pertinent information (5 pts.) Student should give the name of the author(s), title, and publisher.
Back Cover Student creates a back cover with all of the traditional elements of the back cover of a novel – hook, statements of praise, etc. The information is to be on the outside back cover (or with Glogster should be clearly labeled as the sub parts [‘Statements of Praise” or “Hook”] for the back cover).  
· Statements of Praise (5 pts.) The student will create statements of praise about the book appropriate to the text.  The media cited can be fake as well as current media companies.  
· Hook (10 pts.)  Student creates a paragraph or appropriate information about the story as to “reel in” the reader using either a student generated summary of the book that does not give away the “good stuff” or an excerpt from the novel in quotation marks as to indicate the primary source.  The format, whether paragraph or another genre of writing, is dependent upon the novel.
Freytag’s Pyramid (35 pts.)  Student uses the structured format of the plotline to explain the events of the novel. Information is to be on the inside of the back cover (or with Glogster should be clearly labeled as “Freytag’s Pyramid”).
· In diagram form, the student should follow Freytag’s Pyramid (the plot diagram format) in exploring the exposition (setting, protagonist/antagonist, conflict(s)), inciting incident, rising action, climax, falling action, resolution, and the denouement.   The student is to write each of the portions of the pyramid.  Finding someone else’s summary of the novel and using the information here is inappropriate and considered cheating.  
Critical Review of Book This review should be placed inside the front cover (or with Glogster should be clearly labeled as the “critical review” of the book).
· Review written in appropriate style (5 pts.) Students will read and critique the work.  After having read, the student will compose an “article” about the work read, discussing “the good, the bad, and the ugly” of the work.  It should be no longer than 200 words in length and must be original information.  The student does not have to explore all of “the good, the bad, and the ugly”; they are expected to give an opinion about the novel.
· Review reflects in depth understanding of book (10 pts.) Teacher should see the reader’s understanding of the work on a deeper level.  Surface information only will result in a 5 of 10 possible points.  Any information given on a deeper level will warrant more points.
· Review reflects good writing ability (5 pts.)  Student will write in an appropriate style, formal language.  Informal language is inappropriate as this is a book report style assignment and a major grade.  Students will write in paragraph style using correct grammar and in final draft.
Quotation(s) from novel (10 pts.) These quotations should be placed anywhere inside the cover (or with Glogster should be clearly labeled as “quotations” from the novel).
· Choose quotation(s) from the novel that meet the following criteria.  You should have 3 separate quotations.  Please label accordingly. 

1. memorable

2. use of figurative language

3. indicative of the novel’s purpose or overall theme
Construction of book jacket

· Follows prescribed guidelines for construction (10 pts.)  Students will create a book cover (or Glogster digital poster) for the work chosen.
· Preferred materials: paper given in class or something similar in size and quality or Glogster
· Finished size: No smaller than 8 ½ X 11 (start with an 11x17 paper and fold to 8 ½ x 11)
· The jacket should have the appropriate areas as indicated (front/back cover, inside notations).  The jacket should be folded according to the areas indicated (front/back cover).
· All written information should be typed in legible font.
· Only pictures appropriate for school are allowed. (No drug, alcohol, or sexually explicit pictures are allowed.  No language inappropriate for school is allowed.)
· Neatness is a priority.  Do not assemble using tape (hidden is fine but not apparent).  Glue is the best adhesive (not glue sticks as they tend to peel).
· Creativity is a priority.  Colors are encouraged.  Use at least 2 colors.  While 3-D designs are extremely creative, it is not appropriate for a book jacket design.  Be realistic in your design.
· Do not use notebook paper anywhere on the project unless it is a part of the design scheme and serves a symbolic purpose.
· Do not copy an artist’s layout or design for another book.  All designs must be original.
Construction for Glogster
· Follows prescribed guidelines for construction (10 pts.)

· Fonts used are easy to read and do not take away from the meaning of the presentation.
· Music used is pleasant and does not distract from the overall project.
· Pictures used are appropriate in content and context.
· Colors chosen are appropriate to the overall tone of the book.
· Layout of the presentation is organized and items/sections are labeled.
